Activities and developmentally appropriate instructional materials, such as counting bears and cups,
bead sequencing sets, alphabet puzzles, stack and sort boards and Play-Doh, are demonstrated by teachers while benefits of using
the materials are explained. The classes are offered three times for each session in fall, winter and spring so parents with more
than one child under the age of 5 may enroll in a class for each of their children. While children do not take part in the READY!
for Kindergarten classes, free childcare is available during the classes.

Registration for students new to the district begins Monday, August 17th. Q/heney ‘*

Students in kindergarten through fifth grade who are new to the district can register at their respective schools Wt
every weekday beginning August 17th from 9:00 to 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 to 3:00 p.m. ublic Schools

Cheney Middle School students new to the district can call 559-4400 at any time after August 3rd to make an appointment
to register.

Cheney High School appointments for new student registration should be made in advance at any time after August 3rd by calling
559-4000.

Three Springs High School students should call 559-4587 on August 20th or later to make an appointment to register.

Kindergartners and students new to the district must bring a birth certificate (or proof of birth) and immunization records
when registering.

Dondét Forget Those | mmunizations!

Each student must have a completed Certificate of Immunization Status form on file at school, or present one prior to admission. The month, day
and year of each dose of Diphtheria-Pertussis-Tetanus (DPT-DT-Td), either oral or injected trivalent Polio Vaccine (OPV or IPV), Hepatitis B,
MMR (measles, rubella [German measles], mumps) and Varicella (chickenpox) is required. The Spokane County Health Department offers
immunizations and examinations to children for a minimal charge. Kindergarten students enrolling in Cheney Public Schools will be given a
30-day grace period to comply with state immunization requirements.

Minimum State immunization requirements for school entry/attendance are:

Diphtheria-Pertussis-Tetanus (DTaP/DT/Td/Tdap) - 3 doses, including at least one dose after the age of four, except kindergarten students, who
must have had 4 doses, including at least one dose after the age of four. (A booster is recommended every ten years.) Children who are attending
6th grade, and are at least 11 years old, are required to show proof of Tdap vaccination if it has been 5 years since receiving a tetanus-containing
vaccine (DTaP, DT or Td).

Oral or Injected Polio Vaccine (OPV or IPV) - 3 doses with at least one dose after the age of four, or 4 doses if all doses were given before age four.

Hepatitis B (Preschool and kindergarten through 12th grade) - 3 doses administered at any age prior to entry.

MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella) - All kindergarten through 12th grade students are required to show proof of vaccination with 2 doses of
measles, mumps and rubella vaccine, or have a properly documented exemption.

Varicella (Chickenpox) Vaccination Requirement - Students entering preschool, kindergarten or 1st grade must have 2 Varicella (chickenpox)
vaccine doses received on or after their first birthday and at least 28 days apart OR signed verification of the disease from a health care provider.
Students in 2nd grade, 3rd grade and 6th grade in the fall of 2009 must have 1 Varicella vaccine dose or provide proof of immunity to Varicella
disease (chickenpox). The date (month, day and year) of Varicella vaccination OR the approximateage or date the child had the actual chickenpox
disease will be required. Varicella vaccinations for students in grades 4 and 5 are recommended, but not required.

Exemptions from the requirements are medical, religious or personal. For information about immunizations, please call the Spokane Regional
Health District at 324-1500.
