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Tenth grade state reading and writing assessments
March 16 -18

This year, all tenth grade students in Washington State will take the High School Proficiency Exam (HSPE), which
replaces the Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL). The HSPE name conveys the goal of the test, wt
is to measure a studentods proficiency in basic skill:
z By meeting standard on portions of the HSPE, students earn the Certificate of Academic Achievement, and
HSPE results become part of official high school transcripts.
z Students in the classes of 26412 must pass reading and writing assessments to be eligible to graduate.
z Teachers and administrators use HSPE results to make decisions regarding curriculum and instruction.
z The HSPE is how public schools in Washington meet the requirements of the Federal No Child Left
Behind Act.

Students and teachers have worked hard to prepare for success on the HSPE. Please help Cheney tenth graders
demonstrate their learning by ensuring all tenth grade students attend school and arrive ptaroptiy6-18, as the

state testing schedule does not allow for HSPE migksessions. Students will also take the math and science portions
of the HSPE om\pril 13 and 15. To learn more about state testing, including information about the assessments that
will be given to third through eighth grade students, please visit the Cheney School District website and look under
Parent Resources.
